Located on the border between 
the neighbourhoods of

ontorgueil and Le H
aut M

arais,

Clé Group, which also owns the 
H

ôtel Bachaum
ont. This new 

establishm
ent m

akes a bold 
statem

ent with its tim
eless design, 

and offers a new way to experience 
the Parisian lifestyle. 

By choosing a location next to 
the Centre N

ational des Arts & 
M

étiers, the H
ôtel N

ational des 
Arts & M

étiers aim
s to pay tribute 

to that century-old institution 
devoted to engineering and 
the teaching of m

anufacturing 

techniques. Raphael N
avot, the 

designer in charge of the project’s 
artistic direction, thus took the 
bold step of com

plem
enting

Continuing in the sam
e vein as Le 

Ristorante N
ational, L’H

erbarium
 

offers the com
fort of fifteen or so 

seats in the bar and around thirty 
seats in the lounge next door. But 
m

ost im
portantly, this cocktail bar 

serves a drinks list put together by 
O

scar Q
uagliarini. The talented 

head barm
an creates m

ixed drinks 
in the style of a perfum

er blending 
his fragrances. Each drink has a 
strong olfactory/gustative identity, 
in turns fem

inine and m
asculine, 

designed to awaken all the senses 
of the person fortunate enough to

ple it.

Le bar sur le toit

The establishm
ent’s ultim

ate taste 
destination, this bar is literally 
perched on top of the hotel roof.

ent’s large inner 
courtyard, there are ten or so 
different room

O
riginally from

 Israel, Raphael 
N

avot holds a degree from
 the 

D
esign Academ

y in Eindhoven 
(N

etherlands) and now works 
in Paris. As an accom

plished 
designer should be, this creative 
professional is just as capable of 
designing an object as a space, of 
finding usage-based solutions as 
m

atching function with em
otion, 

and of working with the sensibility 
of a m

om
ent as sublim

ating raw 
m

aterials. An expert in picking 
out and even im

agining m
aterials 

that echo unheard of situations, 

Raphael N
avot has turned the 

H
ôtel N

ational des Arts & M
étiers 

into an am
azing experim

ent in 
hospitality and food service, as well 
as a gem

 of interior design. The 
atm

ospheres in each space have 
been developed using carefully 
chosen m

aterials that deliver a 
natural shade all of their own. The 
colours are not added on but are 
provided by the very essence of 
the m

aterial used: cut Paris stone 
for the lobby, oxidised copper 
tubes acting as cladding for the 
walls in La Cicchetteria, natural 
coatings in the corridors, terrazzo 
for the bathroom

s, heat-blackened 
steel for the bookshelves, burnt 
wood for the bar counter… The 
sheets are the only white elem

ent 
in the whole design schem

e.

For here again, the furniture and 
the m

aterials used have been 
carefully picked or even exclusively 
created: vintage Tatra chairs for 
the restaurant, tim

ber table tops, 
concrete legs, washed velvet sofas, 
suede curtains… while every shape 
conveys a sense of tim

elessness.

The décor features an im
pressive 

catalogue of contributions by the 
top craftspeople and creatives in 
their field: O

scar O
no and Cassou 

for the woodwork; Rue H
erold for 

the linen, Rubelli for the velvet; 
Signature M

urale for the wall 

coatings; M
oroso and Sol & Luna 

for selected item
s of furniture… 

O
r Patrim

oine Pierre de Taille 
for the rem

arkable pillars in the 
lobby, as well as Pierre & Granite 
for the m

arble floors (lobby) and 
the “sculpted” staircase leading to 
the gallery, and Kali Verm

es for her 
plant arrangem

ents in all areas of 
the hotel.

Lastly, the com
plexity of this 

layout would not have been 
possible without the support of the 
D

VVD
 agency, which has entirely 

reworked the interior volum
es of 

the two H
aussm

annian buildings 
that m

ake up the establishm
ent. 

From
 the sequence of the room

s 
to the creation of the retractable 
glass roof over the patio, from

 
m

anaging the various craftspeople 
to installing the hydraulic pum

p 
that provides autonom

ous cooling 
for the air-conditioning system

. 
All this is obviously underpinned 
by a genuine com

m
itm

ent to the 
principle of sustainability.
